Reporting positive COVID cases to school

As a school we have a responsibility to identify any students who may have been in contact with
anyone who has tested positive for COVID-19 and this extends into the Christmas break. If a student

e Students should not be sent to school if they (or any member of the household) has any symptoms
and has booked a test or is awaiting a test result.

o If the test result is positive, the person must self-isolate for 10 days. Other members of the
household should self-isolate for 10 days from the date of symptoms.
