The Magistrates’ Court Mock Trial Competition is a
national active learning project organised by The Citizenship Foundation,
an independent charity which helps young people to engage with their
community through education.

The Competition involved a team of students taking on the roles of
magistrates, lawyers, witnesses and court staff to prepare a specially
written case. Schools compete against each other in a live format at a real
magistrates’ court. The team, comprising Year 8 and Year 9 students,
rehearsed over a number of months, supported by local magistrates and
members of the legal profession. The competition was tough, with the
Brookfield team enjoying the day but not able to pip the winners to
progress to the next round.
